
• Is signed by an official of the grantee organization. 
C. Correspondence from the affected parties (such as a local school board) indicating their 

concurrence (or non-objection) regarding the proposed FTZ designation. 

No local taxing authorities will be affected. The Grantee requires all Zone Operators to execute 
an Operator Agreement that includes the following provision: 
 
“Operator agrees to forego the right to exempt its inventories of imported products and of domestic 
products held for export from ad valorem taxes levied by entities in Terrebonne Parish under the terms of 
the Foreign-Trade Zones Act (19 USC 81o(e)) for the term of this agreement unless mutually agreed by 
the Grantee and the Operator except where specific written agreements between Operator and taxing 
entities within Terrebonne Parish, Louisiana contains terms and conditions to the contrary. Moreover, 
FTZ Operating Agreement(s), if any, will specify that the lessee or joint venturer will be subject to the 
same ad valorem tax obligations as Operator is subject under the terms of this Agreement unless and until 
such lessee or joint venturer enters into a separate agreement with an applicable taxing authority 
regarding its ad valorem tax obligation within the Zone.”
